Here’s your Mountain Resort
Report for your Friday, April 9th. Shaping up to be another Beautiful Spring day to enjoy the slopes. Expect Mostly Clear
and Sunny Skies and temps warming into the upper 40’s to mid 50’s on the slopes and Light Winds. Dress in light layers
with your Jacket or Shell. Take a Hat, Beanie or wear a Helmet for Safety. Also, wear Good Sunglasses or Goggles. Don't
forget the Sunscreen when the Sun is out. Surface conditions are Machine Groomed & Skier-Rider Packed Spring Snow
— Firm in the morning and softening with rising day-time temperatures. Ski and Ride with Care and always with a Buddy if
go off-piste. Keep an eye out for marked and unmarked obstacles and “Stay In Bounds and on opened runs only”.
